Arising in this way, these objects are of interest for various analytic properties
and combinatorial interpretations. Dually, we exhibit fundamental algebraic
roles played by these modular units, including those within the modular func-
tion fields, the modular unit groups, the cuspidal divisor class groups, class
field theory, and the cyclotomic theory.
